We are going to take a journey through space!  As we travel, we will have several stops and I will identify key points that you will need to keep in your science notebooks.  When we have completed our journey, your group will be assigned a certain topic and you will become the “experts” on it.  So pay close attention to your travels!  It’s time to BLAST OFF! 
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We will begin our journey visiting The Nine (Eight) Planets  where we will visit the sun, each planet, and small bodies which includes comets and asteroids.  

Then we will blast off to National Geographic’s Star Journey where we will take a closer look at Star Charts and Constellations.  Don’t forget to look at the Hubble Space Telescope before leaving.
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Now we are going to visit StarChild.  Please explore the solar system, the universe, and other cool space stuff.
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We are going to end our journey with a look at NASA's Astronomy Picture of the Day! 
Welcome home space explorers!
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Now, each group will be assigned a certain topic (i.e. Saturn) and that group will be the "expert" on that topic. 

Each group will create a display and possibly even a brochure. 

On day one, groups 1-5 will have their topic on display and groups 6-10 will rotate through those. On day two, groups 6-10 will have their topic on display and groups 1-5 will rotate.  

While visiting each display my students must make log entries in their science notebooks.  This will be used as an assessment.
